One-on-one training in member’s homes: suggest you use the FamilySearch Consultant Planner
which is a good visional teaching aid for both you and the patron member.

Take Time Checklist which is helps you get to know your part in verifying existing & in expanding
their information further.

On January 30, 2020, the Planner on FamilySearch.org will be updated with a capacity limit
of 300 people on the People You Are Helping list. This adjustment means that you can have a
maximum of 300 people in the Planner at any given time. If the Planner currently has more than 300
people, you will need to remove some of the nhames before adding any more.

FamilySearch is the single most important genealogical website in the world! Below
are self-paced tutorial study to learn how to improve using the Help resources which are an
integral part of FamilySearch. Begin this Helper Section Tutorial for helping patrons in using
FamilySearch more effectively.
